SUPPORT THE POSITIONS AND INTERESTS OF THE DEVELOPING NATIONS, ESPECIALLY THE
ARAB AND AFRICAN COUNTRIES.

Inaugurating the Egyptian African Telecom Regulatory Training Center (EG ATRC in
2021, to provide training programs for African cadres and pass on experience in
several significant realms such as Cybersecurity, Smart Cities Radio Spectrum
Management.

Launching the world's largest development project by political leadership under the name of
“Hayah Karima"” in order to develop Egypt’s countryside, where accounts for developing telecom
services and laying cables to with an aim to serve a number of citizens exceeding 50 million
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By re-election to the membership of the ITU Council and RRB, we do look
forward to resuming our major role in order to achieve the goals set by the
ITU.This role is also supported by the Egyptian Government's vision to make
Egypt a hub for international events as well as a meeting point for exchanging
experience and mapping out strategies.
